PRINCIPLE A: God’s favor comes as a gift... righteousness in God’s sight cannot be earned or

deserved through our own efforts, abilities, or achievements.

THE RIGHTEOUS WILL LIVE BY FAITHFULNESS
P Righteous = an individual whose personality and behavior are acceptable to God

P Live = to be, think, speak, and act
P Faith = love for, always seeking, reliance on, hope in, obedience to & trust in God

PRINCIPLE B: You cannot separate faith and behavior. (cf. Hebrews 10:36-39)

PRINCIPLE C: The righteous believer is one in whom God’s righteous character is being
reproduced.

SUMMARY: He who has faith in God will be faithful to God.
